Finding the Stagetext Office
81 County Street, London, SE1 4AD
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The closest tube is Elephant and Castle

a. If you are arriving via the Bakerloo Line it is easier to exit via the North Exit, which
is labelled “London Southbank University”

b. If you are arriving via the Northern Line it is easier to exit via the South Exit,
which is labelled “Shopping Centre”

You will need to head east along New Kent Road, if you are using the North Exit from the
underground you will need to cross over the A3.

It is best to cross to the north side of New Kent Road as soon as possible as itis a very
busy road, with few crossing points.

You will pass a Sainsbury’s on your right, followed by a small grassed area on your left,
by a bus stop.

You will need to turn left onto Harper Road, immediately after the grassed area — if you
pass the Tesco you have gone too far.

From Harper Road you will need to immediately turn right onto County Street — this street
is not sign-posted but is the first right turn.

Our office is number 81, but is accessed via the glass sliding doors, AFTER the wooden
door labelled 81. There is a sign on our office front.

There are two buzzers for the office either one will work:

a. The first can be found to the right of the wooden door marked 81, this is also the
buzzer for VocalEyes, who we share an office with.

b. The second can be found to the right of the glass door, on our post box, which
will buzz directly to Stagetext.
